Eminent author, historian and conservation consultant Dr 

James Broadbent is the owner of Australia's oldest house 

in private occupation.  

 

To celebrate the 200th anniversary of The Cottage, built in 

1810, James will speak on the history of the house and its 

garden as well as the design and planting of Sydney's early 

colonial gardens. 

 

The unique and rustic garden with its informal beds of 

drought-hardy plants, Cape bulbs, and species and old roses 

complements the cottage. The carriage loop is planted with 

agaves and white cedars, as recorded by Lady Franklin in 

1839. The large re-created kitchen garden and orchard is 

hedged with common lemon. 

 

Talks will be held at noon & 2pm each day. 
 

On Saturday between 10am & 3pm you can also enjoy the 

Mulgoa Village Fete with some wonderful historical 

displays and other activities.
